The air conditianer must be plugged into its own specific power
source, which must be instatied in campliance with focal wiring,
aarthing and safety regulatons.

Depending on local reguiations and your specific instaling, you
may need to instaif:

For further information on alectrical requirements, comtact a
professional efectrivian. This device must be installed according
to the local electrical rules.

Make sure that the unit is correctly ventilated at aif times, do
NOT ptace clothing or other materials over i,

NEVER spill liquid of any kind into the unit,
Should this happen, unplug the unit and contact your instaiation
specialist.

Do NOT insert anything between the air outlet blades, as the
inner fan may be damaged and you may be hurt. Keep chifdren
away from the unit.

ALWAYS ensure that the power cable is in good condition.
Make sure thal it is not walked on or damaged by items placed
on or against if.

if the power cord is damaged in any way, it must be replacad by
an approved power cord avaiable from the manufacturer or its
setvice agent.

Do NOT attempt to repair the unit yourself. If it is damaged in
any way, confact:

+ An approved service center

+ The outlet at which the air conditioner was purchased

Do NOT place any obstacles in front of the unit.

Getting Started

Setting the Off Timer

Use the timer when attempting to operate the air conditioner
for a specified period of time, and then turn it off automatically.

s Some minor errors may occur when sefting the time
depending upon the supply power and paosition of the
timer.

Cancelling the Off Timer

You can cancef the operation of the timer whenever you want
to cancel it.

Switching the Air Conditioner Off

You can switch the air conditioner off whenever you want,

To switch the unit off, simply set the timer control dial to the “OFF”
position.

Depending on the position of the unit in your room, you can
adjusl! the orientation of the inner air flow blades on the right-
hand side of the unit. thus increasing the efficiency of the air
conditioner.

HOW TO CLEAN

Cleaning Your Air Conditioner

To get the best possible use aut of your air conditioner, you
must clean it requiarly to remave the dust on the air filter,

«fF- Before cleaning your air conditicner, ensure that it
is switchad off and unplugged from the wall socket.

1. Grasp the handle on the air filter and lift it slightly and then out
to the front,

2. Femove all dus! on the arr filter with a vacuum cleaner ar brush.

3. When you have finished, slide the air filter back into position.

4. Clean the outer surfaces with a damp cloth and mild detergent
{do NOT use benzene, solvents or other chemicals}.

INSTALLATION

Before instailation. be sure to check the installation area or the air conditioner, and drain hose.

Checkpoints prior to installation

1. Check the catinet and front grille ot the unil for any harmful defects such as scratches.

2. Be sura o check the power supply.
— Hefer to the specifications on lhe label attached to the unit,

Installation Canditions

1. As the unit 1s heavy. the wall or window of the instalatian area should have sufficient strength and durability for operation of the air
conditioner, and for prevention of any vibration or noise.

If it is weak. reinfarcement work should be performed separately.
