NOTE TO ELECTRICIAN: The 3 power leads supplied with
this appliance are UL recognized for connection to larger
gauge household wiring. The insulation of these 3 leadsis
rated at temperatures much higher than the temperature rating
of household wiring. The current carrying capacity of the
conductor is governed by the temperature rating of the
insulation around the wire, rather than the wire gauge alone.
A aluminum house wiring to copper leads can
result in an electrical hazard or fire. Use

only connectorsdesigned for joining copper to
