If by accident the oven should run empty a
minute or two, no harm is done. However, try to
avoid operating the oven empty at any time—
it saves energy and prolongsthe life of the oven.

Do not leave paper products, cooking utensils
or food in the oven when not in use.

—If materialsinside oven should ignite, keep
oven door closed, turn oven off and disconnect
power cord, or shut off power at the fuse or
circuit breaker panel.

When using foil in the
microwave oven, keep thefoil at least 1 inch
away from the sides of the oven.

» Cookware may become hot
because of heat transferred
from the heated food.

Pot holders may be needed to
handle the cookware.

Sometimes, the turntable can become too hot
to touch. Be careful touching the turntable during
and after cooking.

* Foods cooked in liquids (such as pasta) may tend
to boil over more rapidly than foods containing
less moisture. Should this occur, refer to the Care
and Cleaning section(s) for instructions on how to
clean the inside of the oven.

» Thermometer—Do not use a thermometer in
food you are microwaving unless the thermometer
is designed or recommended for use in the
microwave oven.

* Plastic cookwar e—Plastic cookware designed for
microwave cooking is very useful, but should be
used carefully. Even microwave-safe plastic may
not be as tolerant of overcooking conditions as are
glass or ceramic materials and may soften or char
if subjected to short periods of overcooking. In
longer exposures to overcooking, the food and
cookware could ignite. For these reasons.

1) Use microwave-safe plastics only and use
them in strict compliance with the cookware
manufacturer’s recommendations. 2) Do not
subject empty cookware to microwaving.

3) Do not permit children to use plastic cookware
without complete supervision.

» When cooking pork, follow the directions
exactly and always cook the meat to an internal
temperature of at least 170°F. This assuresthat,
in the remote possibility that trichinamay be
present in the meat, it will be killed and meat
will be safe to eat.

* Do not boil eggsin a microwave oven.
Pressure will build up inside egg yolk and will
cause it to burst, possibly resulting in injury.

¢ Foodswith unbroken outer
% = “‘skin” such as potatoes, sausages,
tomatoes, apples, chicken livers
and other giblets and egg yolks
(see previous caution) should be
pierced to alow steam to escape
during cooking.




SAFETY FACT—Superheated water.
Microwaved water and other liquids do not
aways bubble when they reach the boiling point.
They can actually get superheated and not bubble
aall.

Superheated liquid will bubble up out of the cup
when it is moved or when something like a spoon
or teabag isput into it.

To prevent this from happening and causing
injury, do not heat any liquid for more than 2
minutes per cup. After heating, let the cup stand
in the microwave for 30 seconds before moving
it or putting anything into it.

Spontaneous boiling—Under certain special
circumstances, liquids may start to boil during or
shortly after removal from the microwave oven.
To prevent burns from splashing liquid, we
recommend the following: before removing the
container from the oven, allow it to stand in the
oven for 30 to 40 seconds after the oven has shut
off. Do not bail liquidsin narrow-necked
containers such as soft drink bottles, wine
flasks and especially narrow-necked coffee
cups. Even if the container is opened, excessive
steam can build up and cause it to burst or
overflow.

* “Boilable” cooking pouches and tightly closed
plastic bags should be dlit, pierced or vented as
directed by package. If they are not, plastic could
burst during or immediately after cooking,
possibly resulting in injury. Also, plastic storage
containers should be at least partially uncovered
because they form atight seal. When cooking
with containerstightly covered with plastic wrap,
remove covering carefully and direct steam away
from hands and face.

* Hot foods and steam can cause
burns. Be careful when opening
any containers of hot food,
including popcorn bags, cooking
pouches and boxes. To prevent
possible injury, direct steam away
from hands and face.

* Not all plastic wrap issuitablefor usein
microwave ovens. Check the package for
proper use.

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MICROWAVING TIPS

» Make sureall cookware used in your microwave
oven issuitable for microwaving. Most glass
casseroles, cooking dishes, measuring cups, custard
cups, pottery or china dinnerware which does not
have metallic trim or glaze with a metallic sheen can
be used. Some cookware is labeled “* suitable for
microwaving.”

* If you arenot
sureif adishis
microwave-safe,
usethistest: Place
in the oven both the
dish you aretesting
and a glass measuring
cup filled with one
cup water—set the measuring cup either in or next
to the dish. Microwave 1 minute at high. If the dish
heats, it should not be used for microwaving. If the
dish remains cool and only the water in the cup
heats, then the dish is microwave-safe.

* Paper towels, waxed paper and plastic wrap
can be used to cover dishesin order to retain
moisture and prevent spattering. Be sureto vent
plastic wrap so steam can escape.

» Some microwaved foods require stirring, rotating
or rearranging. Check the Cooking Guide.

* Steam builds up pressurein foodswhich are
tightly covered by a skin or membrane.
Pierce potatoes, egg yolks and chicken liversto
prevent bursting.

If you use ameat thermometer while cooking,
make sureit is safe for use in microwave ovens.

VARIABLE POWER LEVELS (1-10)

How to Change Power Level

The power level may be entered or changed
immediately after entering the feature time for
MICRO COOK, DEFROST, or EXPRESS
COOK. The power level may also be changed
during their time countdown.

Variable power levels add flexibility to your
microwave cooking. The power levels on your
microwave oven can be compared to the surface
units on arange. High (power level 10) or full power
isthe fastest way to cook and gives you 100% power.
Each power level gives you microwave energy a
certain percent of the time. Power level 7 is
microwave energy 70% of the time. Power level 3

is energy 30% of thetime.

A high setting (10) will cook faster but food may need
additional attention such as frequent stirring, rotating
or turning over. Most of your cooking will be done on
High (power level 10). A lower setting will cook
more evenly and with less attention given to stirring
or rotating the food.

Some foods may have better flavor, texture or
appearance if one of the lower settingsis used. You
may wish to use alower power level when cooking
foods that have atendency to boil over, such as
scalloped potatoes.

Rest periods (when the microwave energy cycles off)
givetimefor the food to “equalize” or transfer heat

to the inside of the food. An example of thisis shown
with power level 3—the defrost cycle. If microwave
energy did not cycle off, the outside of the food would
cook before the inside was defrosted.

Here are some examples of uses for various
power levels:

POWER LEVEL BEST USES

High 10 Fish, bacon, vegetables,
boiling liquids.

Med-High 7 Gentle cooking of meat and
poultry; baking casseroles
and reheating.

Medium 5 Slow cooking and tenderizing
such as stews and less tender
cuts of meat.

Low2or3 Defrosting without cooking;

simmering; delicate sauces.

Warm 1 Keeping food warm without
overcooking; softening butter.

Time Defrost (Power Level 3)

Time Defrost isdesigned for speedy thawing of
frozen food and is one of the great advantages of
a microwave oven.

Use the Time Defrost setting to quickly thaw foods
such as bread, rolls, vegetables, fruits and frozen
dinners. The Auto Defrost setting is preferred for
meat and poultry because the oven sets the defrosting
time and power levelsfor you.

» Power level 3isautomatically set when you
press TIME DEFROST pad, but you may change
this for more flexibility.

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GLOSSARY OF MICROWAVE TERMS

When adapting recipesfor the microwave, it is
best to start with a familiar recipe. Knowing how
the food should look and taste will help when
adapting recipesfor microwaving. Foods that
require browning or crisp, dry surfaceswill cook
better in regular ovens.

» Moist foods, such as vegetables, fruits, poultry and
seafood, microwave well.

* Rich foods, such as bar cookies, moist cakes and
candies, are suitable for microwaving because of
their high fat and sugar content.

» Reduce regular oven cooking times by 1/2 to 1/3.
Check food after minimum time to avoid
over-cooking.

» Small amounts of butter or oil can be used for
flavoring, but are not needed to prevent sticking.

* Seasonings may need to be reduced. Salt mesats and
vegetables after cooking.

Covering. In both regular baking and microwave
cooking, covers hold in moisture, allow for more
even heating and reduce cooking time. In regular
ovens, partial covering allows excess steam to escape.
Venting plastic wrap or covering with wax paper
serves the same purpose when microwaving.

Venting. After covering a dish with plastic wrap,
you vent the plastic wrap by turning back 1 corner
SO excess steam can escape.

Arranging Food in Oven. When baking in regular
ovens, you position foods, such as cake layers or
potatoes, so haot air can flow around them. When
microwaving, you arrange foods in aring, so that all
sides are exposed to microwave energy.

Stirring. In range-top cooking, you stir foods up from
the bottom to heat them evenly. When microwaving,
you stir cooked portions from the outside to the
center. Foods that require constant stirring will need
only occasional stirring when microwaving.

Turning Over. In range-top cooking, you turn over
foods, such as hamburgers, so both sides can directly
contact the hot pan. When microwaving, turning is
often needed during defrosting or when cooking
certain foods, such as frozen hamburgers.

Standing Time. When you cook with regular ovens,
foods such asroasts or cakes are allowed to stand to
finish cooking or to set. Standing time is especially
important in microwave cooking. Note that a
microwaved cake is not placed on a cooling rack.

Shielding. In aregular oven, you shield chicken
breasts or baked foods to prevent over-browning.
When microwaving, you use small strips of foil to
shield thin parts, such as the tips of wings and legs
on poultry, which would cook before larger parts.

Arcing. Sparks caused by too much metal in the
microwave oven or metal touching the side of the
oven or foil that is not molded to food.

Prick Foodsto Release Pressure. Steam builds up
pressure in foods that are tightly covered by a skin or
membrane. Prick foods, such as potatoes (as you do
before regular oven cooking), egg yolks and chicken
livers, to prevent bursting.

Basic Microwave Guidelines

Density of Food. In both regular baking and
microwave cooking, dense foods, such as potatoes,
take longer to cook than light, porous foods, such as
rolls, bread or pieces of cake.

Round Shapes. Since microwaves penetrate foods to
about 1 inch from top, bottom and sides, round shapes
and rings cook more evenly. Corners receive more
energy and may overcook. This may also happen
when cooking in aregular oven.

Delicacy. Foods with a delicate texture, such as
custards, are best cooked at lower power settingsto
avoid toughening.

Natural Moisture of food affects how it cooks. Very
moist foods cook evenly because microwave energy is
attracted to water molecules. Food that is uneven in
moisture should be covered or allowed to stand so it
heats evenly.

Piece Size. Small pieces cook faster than large ones.
Pieces that are similar in size and shape cook more
evenly. With large pieces of food, reduce the power
setting for even cooking.

Shape of Food. In both types of cooking, thin areas
cook faster than thick areas. This can be controlled in
microwaving by placing thick pieces near the outside
edge and thin piecesin the center.

Starting Temper ature. Foods taken from the freezer
or refrigerator take longer to cook than foods at room
temperature. Timingsin our recipes are based on the
temperatures at which you normally store the foods.

Quantity of Food. In both types of cooking, small
amounts usually take less time than large amounts.
Thisis most apparent in microwave cooking, where
timeisdirectly related to the number of servings.




HEATING OR REHEATING GUIDE

NOTE: Use power level High (10) unless otherwise noted.

1. Directions below are for heating or reheating
already-cooked foods stored in refrigerator or at
room temperature. Use microwave-safe cookware.

2. Cover most foods for fastest heating. Exceptions are

some sandwiches, griddle foods and baked items.

3. Bubbling around edges of dish is normal, since the
center isthe last to heat. Foods heated to 160°F. to
165°F. will provide safe, palatable results.

Adjust temperatures to suit your personal taste.
L et foods stand a few minutes before serving.

4. Be sure foods are heated throughout before serving.
Steaming or bubbling around edges of dish does
not necessarily mean food is heated throughout.

If you use ameat thermometer while cooking,
make sureit is safe for use in microwave ovens.

Walls and floor. Some spatters can be removed

with a paper towel, others may require a damp cloth.
Remove greasy spatters with a sudsy cloth, then rinse
with a damp cloth. Do not use abrasive cleaners on
oven walls. NEVER USE A COMMERCIAL

OVEN CLEANER ON ANY PART OF YOUR
MICROWAVE OVEN.

Door (inside). Window: Wipe up spatters daily
and wash with a damp cloth when soiled. Rinse
thoroughly and dry.

Metal and plastic parts on door: Wipe frequently
with a damp cloth to remove al soil. DO NOT USE
ABRASIVES, SUCH AS CLEANING POWDERS
OR STEEL AND PLASTIC PADS. THEY WILL

Removable Turntable and Turntable Support.
Occasionaly it is necessary to remove the turntable
and support for cleaning of the oven floor or
turntable. To prevent breakage, do not place the
turntable into water just after cooking. Wash it
carefully in warm, sudsy water or in the dishwasher.
The turntable and support can be broken if dropped.
Remember, do not operate the oven without the
turntable and support in place.

Special note when using Brown 'N Sear Dish:

If greaseis present, high heat generated on bottom of
aBrown’N Sear dish may cause the grease to burn
onto the oven tray. This may be removed with a
cleanser such as Bon Ami® brand cleanser.

After using Bon Ami® brand cleanser, rinse and dry
thoroughly, following instructions on can.

How to Clean the Outside

adamp cloth, rinse with a damp cloth and then dry.

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Door Surface. When cleaning surfaces of door and
oven that come together on closing the door, use only
mild, non-abrasive soaps or detergents applied with a
sponge or soft cloth.

Power Cord. If the cord becomes soiled, unplug and
wash with a damp cloth. For stubborn spots, sudsy
water may be used, but be certain to rinse with a
damp cloth and dry thoroughly before plugging cord
into outlet.

be made to a properly grounded two-prong wall
receptacle by the use of a UL listed adapter (Fig. 2)
which is available at most local hardware stores.

The larger dot in the adapter must be aligned with the
larger dlot in the wall receptacle to provide proper
polarity in the connection of the power cord.

CAUTION: Attaching the adapter ground terminal to
the wall receptacle cover screw does not ground the
appliance unless the cover screw is metal, and not
insulated, and the wall receptacle is grounded through
the house wiring. You should have the circuit checked
by aqualified electrician to make sure the receptacle
is properly grounded.

When disconnecting the power cord from the adapter,
always hold the adapter with one hand. If thisis not
done, the adapter ground terminal isvery likely to
break with repeated use. Should this happen,

1. The marked e ectrical rating of the cord set or
extension cord should be at |east as great as the
electrical rating of the appliance.

2. The extension cord must be a grounding-type 3-wire
cord and it must be plugged into a 3-dot outlet.

3. The longer cord should be arranged so that it will
not drape over the counter top or tabletop where it
can be pulled on by children or tripped over
unintentionally.

If you use an extension cord, the interior light
may flicker and the blower sound may vary when
the microwave oven is on. Cooking times may be
